
Introduction

Recording your visit 
The recording of your presence on site is the 
responsibility of your host.  On arrival you will requested 
to complete the visitor book.  You will be issued with a 
visitor badge which you are required to wear during the 
entirety of your visit.  Please ensure it is visible at all 
times.  
 
You are required to record the time of your departure in 
the visitor book and return your visitor badge to your 
host. 
 
Your host will be responsible for you during the 
entirety of your visit. 
 

Site rules 
Animals (apart from guide dogs), drugs and alcohol are 
prohibited on this site. 
 
Personal belongings must not be left unattended. 
 
The consumption of food and drink is prohibited in all 
production areas. 
 
Smoking is not permitted on this site. 
 
Authorisation for use of a camera must be obtained from 
the General Manager. 
 
Please park in the Visitors Car Parking spaces provided 
(numbers 12, 13 and 14) 
 
Please note 
Should your visit include bringing hazardous samples on 
site, please inform your host.  Your host will inform the 
appropriate person on site to carry out the appropriate 
risk assessment. 

 Contractors 
Contractors must not commence work until all ‘Permit 
to Work’ forms have been completed, signed and 
authorised by the Production Engineer or the General 
Manager. 
 
When visiting only, you must be escorted by your host 
at all times unless the task being carried out makes 
this impractical. 
 
You are required to adhere to all of the appropriate 
and approved procedures and fully comply with: 

·  All health and safety legislation and 
regulations 

·  All local health and safety regulations 
·  All internal and external warning notices 

 
You will also be required to use the appropriate 
personal protective equipment specifically provided by 
Daniamant to protect your health and safety. 
 

Emergency Evacuation 
 
Emergency Evacuation Procedure 
Details of Daniamant emergency evacuation 
procedure and evacuation routes will be explained to 
you by your host. 
 
In the event that you discover a fire you should 
immediately raise the alarm by: 

·  Shouting “FIRE, FIRE, FIRE” 
·  Breaking the glass of the nearest fire alarm 
·  Returning to Marshalling Point 1 in the car 

park 
·  Give details of your finding to the Evacuation 

Controller 
 
Never put yourself at risk, fire fighting should only be 
attempted when it is safe to do so.  Under no circumstances 
should the safety of individuals be compromised, never 
attempt to move burning objects.

The fire alarm is tested on Monday of each week 
between 9-10:00am 

 Health & Safety Rules 
For your own protection and the protection of others, 
we will employ every possible measure to prevent 
accidents and the risk of injury.  We expect everyone 
who visits this site to co-operate with us and make the 
same commitment.

An accident/near miss/injury/illness or unsafe condition 
must be reported immediately to your host. 
 
First Aid support 
We have a team of qualified First Aiders who can come 
to your assistance, if required. Contact your host or our 
Reception on extension 0. 
 
Protective clothing 
All visitors entering a department which is designated 
protected/hazardous area must wear the appropriate 
personal protective equipment, which will be made 
available by your host. 
 
Restricted areas 
While on site you are restricted to the area of interest 
relating to your visit; you are not permitted to enter any 
other part of the building.  Therefore you must be 
escorted by your host at all times during your visit.

By car: 
Approach from M3/M27, A27 or A3(M). 
Avoid M275, take A2030 signposted for Portsmouth 
East, Southsea. 
 
Turn right at first traffic lights, then left at second 
roundabout, then right at next roundabout.  Drive 
towards the bridge and turn right into the second  “The 
Admiral Park” sign where you will see Daniamant
